The development of innovative instructional methods is evidenced by the integration of the following service -learning activities in the BED 3344 Parents and Community Advocacy in Bilingual Education: (Course taught in Spring 2020—face-to-face and then virtually due to Pandemic beginning March 2020). 

· Among other assignments, undergraduate students enrolled in BED 3344 work directly with parents at La Fe Preparatory School—a PK-6 grade DL School. Students prepare and deliver mini-workshops during 4 class periods. (In 2020, students met with parents only 2 times).  During the first meeting with parents, students interview parents in preparation for designing two mini workshops that specifically address the needs expressed by parents wanting work more effectively with their children at home. After the interviews, students design two mini workshops and corresponding lesson plans, and present those workshops to parents on two different class periods at La Fe Prep. Students also visit with parents at the Parent Center and write reflections about their entire experience at the school. I coordinate all dates with the school for school visits, attend all activities with students and prepare certificates for the parents who participate in the workshops. Students also work closely with one family to complete a Funds of Knowledge assignment.  2020
· In BED 3344, students also work directly with parents participating in the Do the Write Thing El Paso Challenge (a violence prevention program that includes 8 school districts/40+ schools in the El Paso area). BED students serve as guides, facilitators, and interpreters for parents and their middle school children during the interview phase of the program. Interviews are conducted by members of the Blue Ribbon Committee which is composed lawyers, judges, university faculty and other community members. Some of these committee members don’t speak Spanish and must conduct interviews with parents who do not speak English.  As interpreters students practice their English and Spanish and learn about the challenges that parents and students face with violence in the schools, neighborhoods and larger community.  (In 2020, students met with parents only twice in February 2020 due to the Pandemic but planning for the entire year took place in January.  2020.
· Students also work directly with parents participating in the UTEP Mother-Daughter/Father-Son Program with 5th and 6th grade students, most of who will be first in their families to attend/graduate from college, and their parents. This is a college readiness program that includes three school districts and 30+ schools in the El Paso area).  Students in BED 3344 participate in the MDFS Program including Orientation, Open House and Tour of UTEP, Career Day, Leadership Conference and Summer Camp. During these events, UTEP students interview parents, share information about their experiences as university students, conduct mini workshops during the summer camp, and submit reflections based on their experiences. They also prepare a Funds of Knowledge assignment by working closely with one of the families. In Spring 2020, students were able to participate in only one activity of the UTEP MDFS Program—Open House and Tour held in January 2020
